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Introduction:

Assignment: 
1. Find a song of your choice.

2. Print the song’s lyrics. (A good site for finding lyrics is http://www.lyrics.com )

3. Make a copy of the song lyrics for each member of the class with each line numbered. 

3. Create a PowerPoint presentation to discuss the meaning of the song you chose and the terminology used within the lyrics. 

PowerPoint Requirements:

1. Song title and lyrics with each line numbered.

2. Making at least 3 specific references to the lyrics, discuss the meaning behind the song’s lyrics. 

3. Making at least 3 specific references to the lyrics, discuss the use of any 3 of the following uses of language.

1. Similes

2. Metaphor 

3. Imagery

4. Alliteration

5. Personification
